English.
We continue to support children to develop their sentence writing, using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops consistently and independently.

We will have a big focus on handwriting throughout the Autumn term and will support children in applying this consistently and independently in their writing.

Children have been introduced to the different word classifications, such as nouns, adjectives and verbs and supported to appropriately use these in their writing. Moving forward, children will write increasingly independently for a specific purpose and extend their writing to include more complex and compound sentences.

In Class 3 we will explore Greek myths and legends, writing narratives whilst exploring different myths throughout our curriculum. 
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Maths.

Children will also receive weekly Maths Fluency sessions where we will focus on timetables to help build their confidence and fluency.
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Children will be encouraged to work scientifically by performing simple tests, observing closely and recording data to help answer questions they have devised.

In the Autumn term, children will learn about Rocks and looking at the different types of rocks and how they are formed.
