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Learning.


English.
We will continue to support children in developing their sentence writing, ensuring they consistently and independently use capital letters, finger spaces, and full stops.

Handwriting will be a key focus throughout the Spring term. Children will be supported to improve the consistency and presentation of their handwriting and to apply these skills independently across all of their written work.

Children have been introduced to a range of word classes, including nouns, adjectives, and verbs, and will continue to practise using these accurately in their writing. As the term progresses, children will be encouraged to write more independently for a clear purpose and to extend their work by including compound and more complex sentences.

In Class 3, children will explore the work of British artists as part of their wider curriculum. This will include writing both a narrative and a biography, inspired by and linked to their learning about a range of British artists.[image: Open book with solid fill]

Maths.
[image: Calculator outline]Learning in Maths will focus on Multiplication and Division, Area and Fractions.

Children will also receive weekly Maths Fluency sessions where we will focus on timetables to help build their confidence and fluency.
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Children will be supported in developing their scientific enquiry skills by taking part in simple investigations. They will be encouraged to observe carefully, record their findings, and use this information to answer questions they have devised themselves.

Throughout the Spring term, children will be learning about light, developing their understanding of how light works and how it affects the world around them.
